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In this course you will engage in focused practice to improve the skills needed for a better TOEFL score. You will

also produce various output tasks — written and spoken - which will be featured in the ‘Dokkyo Reader’ magazine,
and on the ECL website. We hope this course is enjoyable, as well as educational, as we challenge you to be creative

and collaborate with your classmates.
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Each semester will be based on a different TOEFL module, with focus on listening skills, reading skills, and
structure and vocabulary. At the end of each semester you will do a TOEFL progress test where you can put your
newly acquired skills into practice.
In order to provide context and reinforcement to the topics and skills of each module, you will produce written and

spoken output in the form of short articles for our English magazine, and podcasts for our English website.
